Learning Objectives

4. Review and explain current pediatric and adult routine vaccination schedules
5. Discuss recent or upcoming changes to the immunization schedules

7. Explain recommended vaccine timing and what to do if patients receive vaccines “off” schedule
8. List common and known serious adverse events from vaccines
9. Differentiate types of adverse reactions to vaccines
10.Discuss adverse reactions to vaccinations and their management (including anaphylaxis) 

11. Explain Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System (VAERS), what adverse effects must be reported, and the reporting process
12.Discuss the Vaccine Injury Compensation Program and identify which vaccines are included  

13. Explain vaccination’s impact on public health
14. Describe the pharmacist's role in immunization (e.g. advocate, immunizer, recommender, educator) 
15. Identify and explain Immunization Guidelines, other reliable immunization resources, and coalitions 
16. Discuss OSHA standard requirements
17. Discuss measures to prevent exposure to bloodborne pathogens, the process to follow for accidental needlestick injury, and post-exposure prophylaxis
18. Identify vaccine storage requirements 
19. Describe the proper immunization screening, vaccine information sheets, record keeping, and registries pharmacists would use in an immunization program.
20. Describe various administration techniques for vaccines (e.g. intranasal, intradermal)
21. Demonstrate how to give a subcutaneous and intramuscular injection
22. Explain strategies for maintaining competency as a certified immunizer
23. Discuss strategies for prevention and management of errors related to vaccinations
24. Explain current reimbursement procedures and vaccine coverage by federal, state and local entities
25. Describe the current state laws governing the administration of vaccines by pharmacists
26. Explain how to develop protocols or standing orders for vaccines
27. Explain how pharmacists can apply standards for adult and pediatric immunization practices
28. Apply patient engagement strategies for various immunization scenarios
29. Apply health literacy tools to assist in identification and resolution of barriers for vaccination of specific

patient populations
30. Identify best practices for patient immunization reminders
